SPECIAL MEETING CHIEF EXAMINER COMMISSIONERS 

At 4:04 p.m. Chairman Jewell opened a Special Meeting to discuss the 
position and duties of Chief Examiner and initiated introductions. 

Chairman Jewell said Lisa Young, the H.R. Director, had provided the 
Chief Examiner's job description. He said since the position is 
vacant this would be a good time to review the position's 
responsibilities and asked for the Commission members input to see 
if they should keep the part-time position model as is or make 
changes. 

Judy Pless, Budget and Finance Manager said the wages and benefits 
for the combination H.R./Chief Examiner position come from the HR 
budget.
