For purposes of this subsection (1) (i), "potential
litigation" means matters protected by RPC L.6 or RCW 5.60.060(2) (a)
concerning: (i) Litigation that has been specifically threatened to
which the agency, the governing body or a member acting in an
official- capacity is, or is likely to become, a party. Action was
anticipated.
