What is an Overdose?

Opiates affect the Central Nervous System
and will slow breathing, blood pressure,
heart rate, and lower body temperature.
This causes an individual to stop breathing
and responding. An overdose can look like
someone is just falling asleep. Thankfully,
there is a drug called Naloxone that can
reverse an opioid overdose.

Naloxone and Overdoses

Naloxone is a drug that reverses an opioid
overdose. It is not addictive and is safe to
use on anyone who might be experiencing
an opioid overdose. It does not work on
other types of overdoses. Naloxone does
not last long, therefore 911 needs to be
called. Anyone who is at risk of witnessing
or experiencing an overdose can carry
Naloxone in Washington State. You can
get Naloxone from KCPHD for free.

Where can | get Naloxone?

Naloxone is available at no charge to the
public through Ellensburg Never Share
Syringe Service program and online. It can
be ordered without a prescription at any
pharmacy.
